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FCRis a very special document in the forwarder industry. It has many different names (e.g. Forwarder Cargo
Receipt, Forwarder Certificate of Receipt) and many different forms (e.g. as a receipt of cargoes, as a contract of
carriage, as a document of title). The customers of the forwarders under the various different FCRs are also different
(e.g. the forwarder’s customer is the consignee under one FCR, but the forwarder’s customer is the shipper under
another FCR). Finally, the contract of carriage are also different depending on the FCR'’s function (e.g. the contract of
carriage sometimes is the FCR, sometimes is the House B/L, sometimes is the shipping company’s B/L). All the above
contribute to the mistakes and confusion always seen when FCRs are used. The Hong Kong Shippers’ Council and
the Sun Mobility Insurance and Claims Services Ltd are jointly organizing a seminar about the basics of the FCR to
clarify the various different forms of FCR and the correct use and operation of the FCR. The details are as follows:
